ACTIONS

IN CASE OF
EMERGENCY

Dear guests!

In case of an emergency, which is considered: to be an air raid,
bomb threat, fire alarm, chemical threat or radiation hazard,
we ask you to remain calm and act in accordance with the
following recommendations:

1. The simplest temporary shelter is located in the underground
parking lot of the LEOLAND complex, entrance from Yefremova
Street, which you can easily find by the signs located on the
walls of the building. The parking lot is designated for shelter - it
is marked with a signal tape.

2. The shelter is open and in case of danger you can use it, if
necessary, contact the senior security officer by phone +380
(98) 453 55 72.

3. In case of an air raid alarm signal, do not panic, follow the
instructions of the audio warning and immediately go to the
shelter, giving priority to pregnant women, people with
disabilities, the elderly and children.

4. In case of a fire signal, it is necessary to immediately leave
the building using the evacuation routes and head to the open
space, i.e. to the exit from the building.

5. In case of a bomb threat, it is necessary to act and respond
promptly in accordance with the instructions of the
administration. The prerogative among the actions is
evacuation.

6. Children or groups of children without parents move in an
organized manner under the guidance of accompanying
persons or employees of the LEOLAND complex.

/. If you have been notified of a radiation or chemical threat,
you can use the shelter in accordance with the instructions of
local authorities or the government of Ukraine.

8. Access to the shelter from the outside is also possible for
citizens, under condition of compliance with the legally
established rules of behavior in public places, rules for using the
LEOLAND complex only for the period of the threat reported by
the Ukrainian authorities.

9. The administration of the complex reserves the right to
require citizens to comply with the rules of use and visit of the
building, including temporary shelter.

10. Visitors and citizens who decide to use the underground
parking or shelter of the LEOLAND complex automatically
assume responsibility for observing and fulfiling the rules
established by the administration of the complex.
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
